33 Sec. 101. Definitions.

34 For the purposes of this act title, the term:

35 (1) “Certificate of Approval™ means the document issued by the SEA to the

36 legal authority responsible for governing and operating a nonpublic special education school
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or program upon determination that the nonpublic special education school or program is in
compliance with the requirements of section 107.

(2) “DCPS” means the public local education system under the control of the
Board of Education. “DCPS” does not include public charter schools.

(3) “Free appropriate public education” means special education and related
services that:

(A) Have been provided at public expense, under public supervision
and direction, and without charge;

(B) Meet the standards of the State Education Agency:;

(C) Include an appropriate preschool, elementary school, or secondary
school education; and

(D) Are provided in conformity with the individualized education plan.

(4) “IDEA™ means the Individuals with Disabilities Education Act. approved

June 4, 1997 (111 Stat. 37; 20 U.S.C. § 1400 ef seq.). and its implementing regulations.

(5) “Individualized education plan” or “IEP” means a written plan that
specifies the special education programs and services to be provided to meet the unique
educational needs of a student with a disability, as required under section 614(d) of the IDEA.

(6) “Least restrictive environment™ means a placement of a student with a
disability that:

(A) Provides the special education needed by the student;
(B) Provides for the education of the student, to the maximum extent

appropriate, with other students who do not have disabilities:
